RESOLUTION (02-20) AFFIRMING THAT THE VILLAGE OF AMESVILLE CONSENTS AFFIRMATIVELY TO PRESIDENTIAL EXECUTIVE ORDER 13888, REQUIRING STATE AND LOCAL CONSENT TO ALLOW THE CONTINUATION OF THE REFUGEE RESETTLEMENT PROGRAM WITHIN THE CORPORATION LIMITS OF THE VILLAGE OF AMESVILLE.

WHEREAS, refugee resettlement has had a long history in Athens County with broad community support for the economic and cultural contributions of those individuals who first settle in SE Ohio as refugees; and 

WHEREAS, by definition, refugees are individuals who have been forced to flee their home country due to persecution based on their race, religion, nationality, political opinion, or social group and who have been extensively vetted by and are processing through the U.S. Refugee Admissions Program; and 

WHEREAS, President Donald J. Trump issued Executive Order 13888 on September 26, 2019, which requires states and local governments to consent to receive refugees under the U.S. Department of State's Reception and Placement Program; and 

WHEREAS, although not every local jurisdiction in Athens County has had refugee resettlement in the past, it is important to make a collective statement of welcome and inclusion as our regional economy continues to grow in both population and diversity.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF AMESVILLE, OHIO: Section 1. That the Council of the Village of Amesville hereby consents to and welcomes initial resettlement in the Amesville as per the terms of the Executive Order 13888, "On Enhancing State and Local Involvement in Resettlement”. 

Section 2.  That the Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to sign any future correspondence required to ensure this consent is continued until or unless it is withdrawn by Council action or nullified by the cancellation of the Resolution.

Section 3.  That this Resolution shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
